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This unit features big 100W (R.M.S.)
with compact size and a hard body of
plastic mould. 12cm full range speakers
(2 pcs) are built in. Parallel connection
with 2 or 3 other MS-100 speakers are
allowed. Attenuation is switchable be-
tween 48 and 16£2 impedances to
control volume. It can be attached
easily to a mic stand with the adaptor
provided.
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In case that MS-100 is used as a
single unit:
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To Amp

1 Connect acord of amplifier to A (IN-
PUT FOR ‘SINGLE USE’) jack.

Turn the attenuator
switch to the
desirable level.
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The volume is at maximum when
the switch is set at ‘4’ (Impedance
42). When the switch is turned
counter clockwise, the volume be-
comes smaller. At the position of
'OFF’, the volume becomes mute.
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“In case that MS-100 is connected
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(EXTENSION INPUT) and connect
A (EXTENSION OUTPUT) jack of
the first MS-100 to B (EXTENSION
INPUT) of the second MS-100.
Likewise, connect A (EXTENSION
OUTPUT) jack of the second MS-100
to B (EXTENSION INPUT) of the
third MS-100 and so on.

Turn the attenuator
off  switch to the
-4 ~desirable level

within the range as
illustrated below.

When the switch is turned counter

clockwise, the volume becomes

smaller.

(Even if the attenuator switch is set

at '4’, the volume is at the same level

as '16', as the built-in 2 speakers are

connected in series and the impedance

becomes 16£2).
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Adaptor
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Put a metal adaptor (attached as an accessory) on the mic
stand.

Mount MS-100 on the adaptor by fitting the adaptor into
the hole at the bottom of MS-100.

(The metal adaptor has two kinds of pitches and can be
U used in either way.)

PRECAUTION:

Be sure that the metal adaptor is detached when it is not
used with the mic stand.
